The charity produces a quarterly fundraising newsletter to update

donors on what their money is being used for and encourage new

sponsors. This is compiled in-house along with the annual report and

other marketing material and the majority of work is sent out to print.

The remainder is printed in-house on an expensive and slow desktop

printer on a limited range of stock. 

“We create our marketing material using Publisher, Word, Excel and

PowerPoint files, with no way to merge files internally. Out-sourcing

print was costly with a high minimum order quantity and long lead-

time. We often found that stock was left over so storage and paper

wastage were becoming a costly issue,” explains Hélène Abbiss,

Fundraising and Communications Manager at Parity for Disability.

Parity for Disability is a charity that has been set up to support and

provide structured developmental opportunities for adults with

multiple disabilities aged 18 – 40. The students are supported in their

activities by a high staff to student ratio.

Founded in 1953 by parents to address the lack of provision for

children with cerebral palsy and related disabilities, the charity was

originally known as Scope before being re-named Parity for Disability.

Two centres employ 43 staff to provide day care. One is located at the

Head Office in Farnborough, the other at Camberley. Every student

who attends has an individual programme plan detailing their aims in

the areas of academic, social, living and recreational skills.
